Open to all men and ladies and children capable of making it around the 5k ,passing such local areas of interest the Old Hedge School opposite Woodbine Cottage, Bohermeen Old RIC barracks burned in 1922,Finnegans old public house now McHughs and Several old post offices ,Langans quarry now silent and overgrown ,Bohermeen bog and forestry .Kearneys cottage and in the last mile Pat Kings  old house peeps out through the hedge, Reillys corner and once a local shop now gone into the last half mile the route travels into the  new Line built in the famine years by tongue  weary men who worked for food to rear their young and back to Bohermeen community centre for the finish .
